Comparatives and superlatives (Comparativos y superlativos)

Al igual que en espafiol, en inglés cuando queremos comparar dos cosas
utilizamos los adjetivos y sus distintos grados: positivo, comparativo y superlativo.

1. El grado positivo refiere a la forma méas simple que hace referencia a una
cualidad:
Sunny, small, fast, intelligent, beautiful.

2. El grado comparativo: Se puede establecer tres tipos de comparaciones:

a. El grado comparativo de superioridad refiere una cualidad mayor de una
cosa respecto a otra. Se aflade al adjetivo el sufijo -er a los adjetivos de una sola
silaba para formar el comparativo de superioridad. Si es de dos o mas silabas
anteponemos la palabra “more...than”.

- A better day

- More interesting than

e Cuando un adjetivo termina en e solamente afiade -r.
- large, larger

e Cuando terminan en consonante + y cambian la y por i
- easy, easier

e Si termina en una sola consonante precedida de una sola vocal, duplica la
consonante

- big, bigger
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e El segundo término de la comparacion utiliza la forma than que corresponde
al que espaiiol.

- He is taller than his brother
* Cuando la comparacion se realiza entre dos adjetivos se usa more.
- She is more funny than happy

* La expresion espafiola "cada vez mas" equivale en inglés a los dos
comparativos del adjetivo.

- The film is becoming more and more interesting

b. El grado comparativo de igualdad: Se forma con el adjetivo intercalado entre
las construcciones:

* "as...as" (tan...como) para frases afirmativas e interrogativas y "not as...as" o
"not so...as" para las frases negativas.

- Her glasses are as expensive as mine
- I'm as young as you

- am | as young as you?

- I'm not so young as you

* Podemos emplear tras el segundo 'as’ el pronombre en caso nominativo o
acusativo (She, her...)

- He is as young as she; He is as young as her
* “Like”

- Her glasses are like mine

* “the same...as”

- Her glasses are the same price as mine

“different from”
- Her glasses are different from mine
c. El grado comparativo de inferioridad

Se forma con el adjetivo intercalado entre la construccion "less...than"
(menos...que), aunque es mas usual encontrar la comparacion de igualdad en
forma negativa (que tiene el mismo significado).

- He's less young than you
- He's not as young as you

Normalmente se emplea less para incontables y fewer para contables

Si estamos comparando dos sustantivos contables (libros, casas...) utilizaremos
"as many... as", pero si estamos comparando dos sustantivos incontables (tiempo,
musica...) usaremos la construccion "as much...as".

-We have as many books as them
-We have as much space as them

3. El grado superlativo:

- El grado superlativo refiere la cualidad en su mayor expresion; es decir, el mayor
grado que puede alcanzar la cualidad mencionada:

- Today is the best day of the year

Se forma de dos modos: afiadiendo al adjetivo el sufijo -est para los de una
silaba; y de dos 0 mas silabas anteponiendo la palabra "the most".

intelligent / more intelligent / the most intelligent
interesting / more interesting / the most interesting
old / older / the oldest

new / newer / the newest

dark / darker / the darkest
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Los de dos silabas que terminan ener,y,leyow Yy los que tienen el acento
(prosadico) en la ultima silaba forman también el comparativo y el superlativo
con -ery -est

Clever / cleverer / the cleverest
Happy / happier / the happiest
Narrow / narrower / the narrowest
